Pro-Life Advocates Ask
Obama to Withdraw Abor-
tion Backer From Faith
Council

Washington, DC
(LifeNews.com) -- Prominent
pro-life advocates are asking
President Barack Obama to with-
draw one of his appointees to the
White House Council on Faith-
Based and Neighborhood Part-
nerships. They say Harry Knox,
the director of the religion and
faith program at Human Rights
Campaign, shouldn't be on the
panel. Knox's group is a gay
rights organization that also
strongly supports abortion. He
has come under fire for attacking
the Pope, who recently said that
condoms are not the answer to
the AIDS/HIV crisis in Africa.
Knox called Pope Benedict XVI
a liar and said he should "start
telling the truth about condom
use" and claimed the Catholic
leader was "endangering peo-
ple’s lives." Knox even went so
far as to say that the Knights of
Columbus group members are
"foot soldiers of a discredited

army of oppression." Catholic
League president Bill Donohue
explains why Knox is unfit to
serve. “Though Knox is not
Catholic, he could not resist
blasting the Catholic Church,"
Donohue said. "He never ex-
plained how calls for abstinence
could possibly jeopardize any-
one’s life." “Catholics take
note: the Obama administration
would never appoint an anti-gay
person to any post. But it has no
problem appointing anti-
Catholics," he said.

Pro-Life Advocate Con-
demns Latest Abortion Fig-
ures in Planned Parent-
hood Report

Washington, DC
(LifeNews.com) -- A leading
Planned Parenthood watchdog
group is not happy with the lat-
est figures in the Planned Par-
enthood of America Federation
annual report. The report
showed the number of abortions
Planned Parenthood does annu-
ally is rising while national fig-
ures show abortions on the de-
cline. Doug Scott, the president
of Life Decisions International,
which coordinates boycotts of
corporations that provide grants
to the abortion business, tells
LifeNews.com the numbers
show Planned Parenthood's
business is booming. The



305,310 abortions Planned Par-
enthood did in 2007, which is
up 5.4 percent from its 2006
figures, generated an estimated
$130 million for the abortion
business. PPFA's Annual Re-
port shows that the group gener-
ated more than $1.038 billion in
Fiscal Year 2007-2008, which
is an increase of nearly two per-
cent from the previous reporting
period. In the 2006-2007 fiscal
year, PPFA's budget had risen
more than 11 percent over the
previous year's data. "This 'not-
for-profit' goliath ends every
fiscal year with millions of dol-
lars in 'excess revenue over ex-
penses," Scott said, "which is
known to regular people as
'profit."" On June 30, 2008,

PPFA had net assets valued at
$1.014.4 billion, of which
$460.2 was unrestricted and
another $147.2 million was
temporarily restricted.

Senate Vote on Pro-
Abortion Pick Kathleen Se-
belius Blocked, Now Tues-
day

Washington, DC
(LifeNews.com) -- Senate Re-
publican Leader Mitch McCon-
nell, a pro-life senator from Ken-
tucky, on Thursday objected to a
vote on Kathleen Sebelius, the
abortion advocate President
Barack Obama nominated to be-
come health secretary. Senate
Democrats had requested a
unanimous consent to allow a
vote on Sebelius’ nomination,
but McConnell’s objections
makes it to Democrats will need
60 votes to overcome a potential
filibuster to allow a vote on the
nomination to proceed. McCon-
nell said he blocked the vote be-
cause of Sebelius’ long pro-
abortion record and the hundreds
of thousands of dollars in cam-
paign donations she has received
directly or indirectly from late-
term abortion practitioner
George Tiller. Following the
news that Sebelius’ nomination
would be blocked, the Senate
agreed to schedule a confirma-
tion vote for Tuesday. Then, the
Senate will engage in 10 hours
of debate and Senate Democrats
will follow by calling for a 60-
vote supermajority to break the
pro-life filibuster and allow a
vote on Sebelius’ confirmation
to proceed. The Senate Finance

Committee previously approved
Sebelius’ nomination on a 15-8
vote, with the baking of two
Republicans. It is unclear how
many lawmakers will side with
the filibuster, but Sebelius’
nomination is expected to move
ahead given that she has the
support of the handful of pro-
abortion Republicans in the
chamber and the two Republi-
can senators from Kansas, her
home state.

FDA Allows 17-Year-Olds
to Purchase Morning After
Pill Over the Counter
Washington, DC
(LifeNews.com) -- The FDA on
Wednesday made the final deci-
sion to allow 17-year-old teen-
age girls to purchase the morn-
ing after pill over the counter
instead of having to obtain it via
a doctor's prescription. The de-
cision comes after a court ruling
last month ordering that Plan B
be made available over the
counter to those 17 and up. The
FDA said in a statement that it
would not appeal the court's
decision. In the order, U.S. Dis-
trict Judge Edward Korman also
asked the agency to consider
whether the pill should be avail-
able to women of all ages with-
out a prescription, saying that
such a determination is best left
to the expertise of the FDA
rather than a federal district



judge. He also criticized the
FDA for departing from its nor-
mal standards by having differ-
ent standards for the drug for
different ages. In August 2006,
the FDA approved the sale of
Plan B without a prescription to
those 18 and older, but those 17
and under needed a prescription
to obtain it. While Planned Par-
enthood hailed the decision,
Concerned Women for America
was disappointed by it. "Plan B
is a high dose of birth control
pills. ... The FDA violated its
standards when it made the high
-dose Plan B available nonpre-
scription to adults. But now the
FDA is making the drug avail-
able to minors without parental
consent," the group said.
"Parents should be furious that
the FDA is putting their minor
daughters at risk." Dr. Andrew
von Eschenbach, the FDA's act-
ing commissioner at the time
the decision was made, said the
agency did not approve the drug
for sales to teenagers because
Barr, its manufacturer, had not
provided enough information
about how the morning after pill
affects them. CWA says selling
the morning after pill over the
counter will make it easier for
men who abuse young women
to cover up their crimes. "Any
adult male who is having sex
with a minor could walk into a
pharmacy, buy the drug, and

Pro-Life Congressman Re-
sponds to Hillary Clinton's
Abortion Rights Admission
Washington, DC
(LifeNews.com) -- This week,
Secretary of State Hillary Clin-
ton admitted that the term
“reproductive rights” includes
abortion. Her statement con-
firms what pro-life organiza-
tions have said for years about
how abortion advocates want to
include seemingly-innocuous
terms like “reproductive rights”
and “reproductive health” in
international documents and
legislation and define those
terms later as covering abor-
tions. Rep. Chris Smith, whose
question prompted Clinton’s
answer. "We happen to think
that family planning is an im-
portant part of women's health,"
Clinton told Smith. "And repro-
ductive health includes access
to abortion that I believe should
be safe, legal, and rare." In a
statement sent to
LifeNews.com, Smith said Clin-
ton’s testimony shows how the
Obama administration is plan-
ning to promote abortion as an
international right and to do so
at taxpayer expense. 'It is evi-
dent that Mrs. Clinton and
President Obama want to force
the tragedy of abortion upon
women around the world espe-
cially and including in countries
where democratically elected



leaders want to continue to pro-
tect their unborn children,"
Smith said. "There are other
ways in which both mother and
baby are protected, cared for
and helped-- with food, nutri-
tion, clean water and life-
affirming healthcare. Secretary
Clinton's inability to see this
will mean more babies will die
and more women will suffer the
consequence of abortion as a
result of U.S. foreign policy
overseas.”

House Republicans Want Na-
politano to Resign After
Memo Targeting Pro-Lifers

in the House of Representatives
are calling on Homeland Secu-
rity Secretary Janet Napolitano
to step down or for President
Obama to fire her. They are
upset by a memo Napolitano’s
department recently released
saying people who oppose abor-
tion are likely to engage in ter-
rorism and right-wing extrem-
ism. Rep. John Carter, a Texas
Republican, says, “Singling out
the political opponents for
working against the ruling party
is precisely the tactic of every
tyrannical government from
Red China to Venezuela. The
first step in the process is creat-
ing unfounded public suspicion
of political opponents, followed
by arresting and jailing any who
continue speaking against the
regime." Carter organized an
hour of speeches on the House
floor on Wednesday to protest
the memo, in which the Obama
administration said people who
"oppose abortion" are among
those who are potential mem-
bers of extremist groups or po-
tential terrorists.

Kansas Gov. Kathleen
Sebelius Vetoes Bill for
More Limits on Late-Term
Abortion

Topeka, KS (LifeNews.com) --
In yet another move to add to her
lengthy pro-abortion record, Kan-
sas Gov. Kathleen Sebelius has
vetoed a bill the legislature ap-
proved that-term would place more
limits and late-term abortions. Se-
belius has received a nomination
from President Barack Obama to
become the Secretary of the Health
and Human Services Department
and pro-life advocates cite her re-
cord vetoing numerous pro-life
bills and her close relationship with
late-term abortion practitioner
George Tiller as reasons to reject
the nomination. Kansans for Life
director Mary Kay Culp told
LifeNews.com she is not surprised
that Sebelius vetoed the bill, saying
she is “extremely liberal, but espe-

cially so on late-term abortion.”
Culp says the veto is another move
by Sebelius for her abortion practi-
tioner buddy. “If this confirmation
goes forward, George Tiller will
have a friend not only in the high-
est office in Kansas, as he likes to
brag, but heading the highest health
office in the land,” she said. Kan-
sans for Life is urging the state
legislature to override the veto of a
bill it says conforms to decisions
handed down by the Supreme
Court and would have required
Tiller and other abortion practitio-
ners to state the reasons for a late-
term abortion instead of merely
citing state law as the valid reason.
The group says the bill would have
stopped some abortions done late
in pregnancy for supposed mental
health considerations. “The number
of post-viability abortion rose 14%
in Kansas last year because Tiller
ignores the law and Sebelius keeps
trying to ignore her role as admin-
istering and enforcing the law,”
Culp says. Kansas has become
notorious as the late-term abortion
capitol of the nation.

Tennessee Legislators
Target Planned Parenthood
Funding After Video
Expose'

Nashville, TN (LifeNews.com)
-- State lawmakers in Tennessee
say that a new video exposing
Planned Parenthood staff in
Memphis ignoring potential
sexual abuse of a minor is
prompting them to work harder



to shelve taxpayer funding for
the abortion business. The video
could derail the agency's
$721,000 state contract to pro-
vide family planning services in
Shelby County. The contract,
paid for under the federal gov-
ernment's "Title 10" family
planning program, does not pay
for abortions but lawmakers say
taxpayers shouldn't be forced to
have their money go to a group
that does. Lt. Gov. Ron Ramsey
joined colleagues Wednesday
expressing outrage over actions
depicted in a hidden-camera
video released Monday. Ram-
sey and sponsors of a bill to
yank Planned Parenthood’s
funding say the state should
give preference to public insti-
tutions like The Med over pri-
vate agencies like Planned Par-
enthood for contracts for family
-planning services. The state
Department of Health adminis-
ters the contracts. The video
depicts a 20-year-old California
student posing as a 14-year-old
girl seeking an abortion at the
Memphis clinic. She tells a
counselor she was impregnated
by her 31-year-old boyfriend.
The video also depicts the
Planned Parenthood counselor
as advising the girl to lie about
her boyfriend's age before a
judge in a request for a judicial
bypass to get an abortion. Ten-
nessee law requires health pro-

viders to notify law enforce-
ment upon learning a minor has
sex with someone over 18 who
is at least four years older, fel-
ony statutory rape under state
law. Planned Parenthood com-
munity services director Joan
Carr told a Memphis newspaper
Wednesday that her agency
takes "any allegation like this
very seriously” but said the
video "was obviously heavily
edited. We've requested the raw
video so we can determine what
actually happens.” She also
claimed: "We follow all the
laws and requirements regard-
ing reporting sexual abuse or
sexual abuse of minors with
older partners, and we've al-
ready reported several cases so
far this year."
